MP/UP Border Section of National Highway No 92 (hereinafter referred to as the “said
section™) in the State of Madhya Pradesh by Two Laning thereof on Design, Build, Finance,
Operate and Transfer (DBFOT) basis.

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 8A of the National
Highways Act, 1956 (48 of 1956), read with rule 3 of the National Highways Fee
(Determination of Rates and Collection) Rules, 2008 (hereinafier referred to as the “Rules™),
the Central Government, having regard to the expenditure involved in building, maintenance,
- Tanagement and operation of the said section, interest on the capital invested, reasonable
return, the volume of traffic and the period of the Agreement entered into between the
Authority and the Concessionaire, hereby notifies that there shall be levied and collected fees
on mechanical vehicles for the yse of the said section at the rate specified in column (2) of the
Table 1 for net road section length of 107.50 Kms for use of the two and more lane sections
(hereinafter referred to as “base rate”) on the Types of Vehicles specified in column (1) of the
Table 1 below, and authorizes the said Concessionaire to collect and retain the fee on and from
the date of commercial operation or publication of this notification in the Official Gazette,
whichever is later, till the termination date ag specified in the agreement;

6. The fee rates shall be displayed for information of the users in accordance’ with rules 12
of the said Rule.

7. Based on the base rate of fee per km for the base year 2007-08 as mentioned in Table-1,
the actual amount of fee to be charged from the mechanical vehicles and the discounts will be
calculated by the Authority and revised annually in accordance with the rule 5 of the said rules
and the same shall be published in at least one newspaper, each in English and vernacular
language accordingly, provided that no revision shall be effected within six months. -
