'8.0.1153(E).— Whereas by notification of the Government of India in the Ministry of
Reaa Tnaisport and Highways number S.0. 196 (E), dated the 6t March, 2000, SO
1192 (E) dated the 3 December, 2001 and SO 465 (E) datéd the 26% April, 2002
issued under section 11 of the National Highways Authority of India Act, 1988 (638
of 1988), the Central Government has entrusted the stretch from kilometer 9.200
to kilometer 22.850 & Kilometer 24.650 to Kilometer 36.600 (Nagpur - Adilabad
section), Kilometer 22.850 & Kilometer 24.650 and Kilometer- 36.600 - Kilometer
64.000 (Nagpur-Adilabad section) and Kilometer 651.500 - Kilometer 729.050
(Madhya Pradesh/Maharashtra Border - Nagpur section) respectively of National
Highway No. 7 in the State of Maharashtra to the National Highways Authority of
India (hereinafter referred to as the “Authority”);

use of the said section at the rate specified in columns (2) of the Table 1 for net
road section length for use of the itrar and more lane sections ( hereinafter referred
to as “base rate’) and at the base rates specified in the Table No.2 for
bridges/structure/ bypass costing Rupees Fifty crore or more on the Type of

Mechanical vehicle which is loaded in excess of permissible load specified for
its category under the Rules, shall be liable to pay fee at such rates which 1s
applicable for the next higher category of the vehicles and shall not bc cntitled to
make use of the highway scction unless the excess lvad has been removed from
such mechanical vehicle.

6.  All definitions including category of mechanical vehicles, its permissible load,
category of cxempted vehicles, service road, alternative road etc. shali be as per
_definitions specified in the Rules.

7. The fee rates shall be displayed for information of the users in accordance
with rules 12 of the said Rules.

8. The fee rates shall be revised annually in accordance with the Rule 5 of the
said rules provide that no revision shall be effected within six months.
