New Delhi, the 22nd January, 2008

5.0. 128(E). - Whereas, by the notification of the Government of India in the
Ministry of Road Transport and Highways number S.0. 1097 (E), dated 4t
August, 2005 issued under section 11 of the National Highways Authority of
the India Act, 1988 (68 of 1988), the Central Government has entrusted the
stretch from Km 63.000 to Km 228.000 on (Bharatpur - Mahua - Jaipur
section) of the National Highway No. 11 in the State of Rajasthan to the
National Highways Authority of India (bercinafter referred to as the Authority);

And 'whereas, pursuant to the provisions of section 14 of the said Act, the
Authority has entered into an agreement with M/S. Jaipur-Mahua Tollway
Private Limited, H.No.1-90/A, Plot No. 20 & 21, RB.I. Colony, Madhapur,
Hyderabad - 500 081, Andhra Pradesh, (hereinafter referred to as the
Concessionaire) for the development of the Mahua - Jaipur stretch from Km
120.00 to Km 228.00 (hereinafter referred to as the said stretch) of the National
Highway No 11 on Build, Operate and Transfer (BOT) basis;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the power conferred by section 8A of the National
Highways Act, 1956 (48 of 1956}, read with rule 3 of the National Highways
(Collection of Fees by any person for the use of section of National
Highways/permanent bridge/temporary bridge on Nationai Highway) Rules,
1997, the Central Government, having regard to the expenditure involved in
building, maintenance, management and operation of the said stretch of the
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said National Highway, interest on the capital invested, reasonable retum, the
volume of traffic and the period of said agreement between the Authority and
the Concessionaire, hereby notifies that there éhall be levied and collected fees
on mechanical vehicles for the use of the said stretch of the said National
Highway in the State of Rajasthan at the rates specified in the Schedule
annexed to this notification and authorises the said Concessionaire to eolleét
and retain the fees on and from the date of commercial operation of thi: said
stretch till the termination date.

SCHEDULE

Rates of base fee to be recovered from the users of the said stretch from Km
( 120.000 to Km 228.000 of the said National Highway number 11 in the State of '
Rajasthan.

The fee shall be collected at maximum two Plazas {one at Km 156.6 and
another at Km 204.7 on the said national highway. ;

(i}  “date of commercial operation” means the date on which the
commercial operation of the said stretch of the National Highway number
11 in the State of Rajasthan begins after the jssue of the Completion
Certification or the Provisional Certificate, as the case may be, by the
independent consultant, upon completion of four laning of the said
stretch of the said National Highway in accordance with the provisions of
the agreement entered into between the Authority and 'the

Concessionaire;

fiiff “termination date” means the date on which the said agreement
entered into between the Authority and the Concessionaire expires
pursuant to the provisions of the said agreement or is terminated by a

termination notice;

(iv]  “local ﬁersaneﬂ traffic” means any personal wehicle which is
registered with the concessionaire by any person who normmally resides or
works at a place that can normally be approached only by using a part of
the said stretch and such person is, therefore, required to use such
vehicles for commuting on that part of the stretch, without crossing more
than one Plaza, in the course of normal travel to and from his place of

work or residence,

(v} “local commercial traffic” means any commercial vehicle including

bus, truck, light motor vehicle or taxi engaged In carrying goods and

passengers which is registered with the concessionaire and plying

routinely on the said stretch without crossing more than one Flaza;

3. The base rate of fee shall be revised once in every year with effect frc
the 1%t day of July of each such year during the operating period of t
said agreement and the revised fee shall be computed as follows:-

4, The Concessionaire may commence levying and collecting fees from the us
after completion of four laning of each continuous strctcl; of 50 kms out of the s
stretch of said National Highway from the date of commercial operation of each su
stretch until the whole of said stretch is four léned; and in case the Concessiona
defaults in completing the entire project highway within the stipulated construct
period, the fee notification shall be denotified immediately in accordance with the s
agreement and fresh notiﬁcatioh shall be issued only after completion of the ent

project highway.

6. The rate of fee, the categories of vehicles exempted from payment of fee
and the name, address -and telephone number of Concessionaire to whom
‘complaints, if any, should be addressed, shall be conspicuously and
prominently displayed 500 meters ahead of the toll booths, 100 meters ahead
of the toll booths and at the toll booths also, the height of the display boards
and. size of letters being such that it is easy for drivers to read the display
boards.

7.  The Concessionaire shall not collect fees from local personal traffic and

local commercial traffic in excess of the following discounted rates, namely;

" (a) local personal traffic: twenty five per cent of the fees;
(b)  local commercial traffic: fifty per cent of the fees.

8. The Concessionaire shall publish substance of this notification in two

revised fees as per this notification.

9. The actual fees to be charged to users shall be computed by the
Concessionaire and sent to the Authority for validation as soon as possible
after 31st March every year, but at least forty- five days before the revised rate
is to be made effective so as to enable the Authority to provide any comments
